You probably know someone with prostate cancer.  That’s not surprising since nearly 230,000 cases of prostate cancer are diagnosed in the United States each year.  And, annually over 30,000 men will die needlessly from this disease.  More cases of prostate cancer are diagnosed than any other major cancer, including breast cancer, yet most people know very little about it. 

African-American men are twice as likely to get prostate cancer and twice as likely to die from the disease. If you have a family history or are over 50 years old you are also at an increased risk.

Prostate cancer is nearly 100% survivable if detected early.  Usually no warning signs or symptoms arise during the onset of the disease.  The only way to detect early prostate cancer is through annual prostate cancer screenings.  The time is now for us to start talking about prostate cancer and finding as many outlets to get this lifesaving information out to our families, friends and communities.

The Prostate Conditions Education Council (PCEC), a nonprofit 501-c3 organization, is working to further its mission of saving lives through the education of men and the women in their lives, as well as the medical community, about the prevalence of prostate cancer, the importance of early detection and available treatment options.  

As founders and coordinators of the national Prostate Cancer Awareness Week (PCAW) program, the PCEC has screened more than 3 million men across the country for the disease and has become one of the largest and most successful health-screening projects in the world.  Through hundreds of screening locations and thousands of medical professional volunteers, the PCEC is able to bring free screenings to over 100,000 men each year.
